Pupils with specific needs are included in the ordinary classes in school.
The aim of the school is that all students at Klarebergsskolan develop their own way of learning, that they can work independently and collaborate with others, that they feel it worthwile to present an opinion. The school want all the students to be trained to take greater responsibility for planning and learning.
Since the school is not very multicultural we want our students to get insight, knowledge and understanding in our own as well as other cultures and traditions.
	description: Lycée Jean Monnet is a high school in a rural area and it is both socio-economically advantaged and disadvantaged. Most of our pupils are not special needed but from a cultural point of view they really need to be involved in a Comenius project which would enable them to discover other European ways of life and cultures.

We have a special section for pupils who are disabled and with special needs. There are 60 pupils in that section.
We also have children of both migrants and refugees coming from other parts of the town and are spread in all classes. Our aim is that all pupils at Braendkjaerskolen during their school life obtain knowledge of conditions for living, daily life, values, historical and cultural heritage and standards in other countries primarily in Europe so that they gain an insight into similarities and differences between their own culture and that of other countries.
	description: Our school is located in an advantaged and disadvantaged area. We have pupils from other regions of Turkey because Alanya takes migration from other regions due to tourism. 
Our school is a general high school for pupils aged between 14-19. It was built in 2003 by a benefactor and was donated to the Ministry of Education. We have also special needs pupils and they are in different classes. 
 Our mission is to raise individuals who are respectful to human values and to assist in life-long educational development process by reaching, producing, sharing and transforming knowledge.
 In this project our aim is to notice the similarities and differences between our own historical and cultural heritage, daily life and educational values of other countries.
	description: Laniteio Lykeio B' is a  secondary public school situated in a central area of Limassol. Although the majority of the pupils belong to the middle and upper social classes, there are a few less fortunate pupils who receive financial aid from the school resulting from  fund-raising and donations.
Approximately 3-4 pupils in each classroom are from mixed marriages, children of immigrants or political refugees and are generally well adjusted in the school environment.

The interaction among the different participating countries will strengthen the relationships among them and build bonds of trust and understanding.
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	distributionOfTasks: To ensure effective cooperation and involvement between the partners, we will review the work programme at the first meeting, which clearly sets out the tasks, activity and shows how all partners are actively involved in the activities. A project group will be appointed at this stage to better manage problems that may arise.
The role of the host organisation consists of compiling a program corresponding to the objectives of the visit, including preparation of meetings, study visits etc. 
Each partner is responsible for involving their students and teachers (in both local activities and transnational meetings) in planning, dissemination and evaluation - writing an evaluation report/questionnaires after each visit.

	cooperationAndCommunication: At the beginning of the project the students will make a presentation of their school to get to know each other. All schools will upload their presentations on Moodle. Then, during the whole project, every school will have an activity to complete each month that they upload on Moodle. To ensure the communication between students and teachers from the different countries, the person in charge from each country will make sure all teachers and students involved in the project will have access to Moodle platform and a Facebook account. During the first project planning meeting the project group are going to learn more about Moodle and set up accounts to facilitate communication. Following the first project meeting the students will communicate with each other about their work within the project and also plan and evaluate some of the activities within the project by using Moodle platform "Powerful European Teenagers", Skype,  video-conference, Facebook, common blog and e-mail. When the students communicate via Skype with each other they will do that only two schools at a time. First evaluation/discussion in Moodle will be in October 2013 to check that everyone have done their school presentations.
In December, before Christmas, we will have our first Skype Conference, and it will be well prepared by the teachers in the two Skyping countries. The teacher in charge in each country checks that everything works out properly by setting the frames and schedule before hand and communicating them through e-mail.
By following the "Description of activities and mobilities" the teachers make sure the students will do their tasks. The responsible country for each task will check if everything is done each month and then communicate it to the others on Moodle or via e-mail. At the partner meetings we will plan, discuss and evaluate the tasks to see what needs to be done and whether we have to do any changes.
Teachers will communicate through the Wide Minds Moodle platform as well as normal e-mail correspondence and Facebook. We'll  have a short briefing every week just to make sure things work out as they should. We will also use Skype to communicate. To be able to resolve problems very promptly, we will also communicate via telephone, SMS whenever necessary.

	participantsInvolvement: The students will plan the activities and make questionnaires, quizzes, games, crosswords and surveys about smoking, drinking, sleeping, consuming habits, sustainability, tradition and culture, leisure, music, dance, food, celebrations, customs and learning.  They will do exhibitions in their schools of photos, videos, a calendar with lovely places and information about holidays and festivals. They will also choose a song to perform and record and place in Moodle. They will make a collection of Teen Poems written in their own languages and then translate them into English and a Teen Cookbook with a lot of healthy recipes from the different countries of Europe. Both the poems, the music and the recipes will be used by the students at our meetings/mobilities in the different countries.

The different products and means will be placed on the Moodle square and be accessed by the students from the other countries to  answer and discuss.  Then, the students compile the results, evaluate them and upload them on the common platform. The questionnaires will be implemented in the ongoing school curriculum and will be done by other students from the same school the following year.  Some of the countries have electronic blackboards where they can see the total result with the whole class and evaluate it.

Some students and teachers will go on mobilities to the other countries. Before visits and re-visits the students will have language and cultural preparation. Students will make presentations of their own countries during re-visits and the hosting school will hold an exhibition about the partner schools and their regions showing some of the results from the questionnaires and surveys carried out by participating students.  On re-visits the students will all be involved in hosting as well as in planning and making the programme during the visit. They will also be involved in the guiding through re-visits. Before leaving the hosting country there will be an evaluation with questionnaires made by the pupils.

All the school staff will be informed about the project. Teachers will set up video and Skype conferences where the students will participate. A lot of teachers will be involved in the different activities in their classes and will learn how to use Skype and video-conference, Facebook and Moodle platform. All staff involved in the project takes part in the planning of the work and the evaluation of the project once a month to ensure the aims of the curriculum.
	integrationIntoOngoing: The project "Powerful European Teenagers" will be well integrated in our curriculum. The activities mentioned in the work programme will be discussed, planned and carried out in as many areas of the curriculum as possible.
The project will also be given specific curriculum time which will vary from school to school. The amount will also vary depending on the intensity of the project at a given time. 

Since we will use English as our mutual language for the project, we will have a natural context to use for our English lessons. We will read, write, speak and listen to English language in a more natural way than while using ordinary textbooks and the lessons will integrate most of the activities.

Other lessons involved will be:
Music and Art - the students choose and perform songs or listen to songs from the other countries. They will also take photos and make a calendar.
Home Economics and EP - making the Cookbook with healthy recipes, discuss and evaluate consuming habits, health, sustainability.
Science - discussions and learning about health and how to lead healthy lives and in a sustainable way (i.e. consuming, drinking, smoking, drugs). 
Sports - Health (importance of training, sleeping well, healthy eating habits), dances
Civics, Geography, Religion and History - learn about their own culture and those of others, learn about celebrations, traditions and customs in the different countries and compare them to their own, entrepreneurship, presentations and guiding.
Mother Tongue - write poems, discuss literature, presentations of their school and their lives.

All schools involved have an interest in improving the students' ICT skills. This is cross curricular and touches all subjects. This competence will enhance the students' skills for the future. They will learn that they can communicate and collaborate all across Europe using ICT. 
 
There will be a high involvement of students in the project since all students in the classes, not only those in the mobilities, will correspond with the students of the partner schools. This will make them achieve action competence and give them a feeling of being able to manage their lives in a positive way. Students' linguistic competence will be enhanced as English will be their main tool of communication. It will be a challenge to use the Wide Minds platform Moodle for students and staff.   

The authentic situations, especially the visits, will increase the students' motivation and make learning more attractive.
	evaluation: • We have planned three different steps for our evaluation of the project 'Powerful European Teenagers'.

•1. Initial Assessment: With this evaluation we will try to establish the main objectives and anticipate the possible problems that  might arise. This initial evaluation will be done not only at the beginning of the programme, but also for each one of the activities (projects, tasks, visits) throughout the project. The objectives of this initial assessment will be established through different tools: informal and formal discussions within the institutions, e-mails, teachers’ meetings at the beginning of every school year and teachers’ and students’ meetings throughout the project. 

•2. On-going Evaluation: During the project both students and staff will evaluate the results by using different tools: surveys, questionnaires, interviews, blog, online meetings. Each school will evaluate its own work with self-evaluation assessment, and also the other schools’ work, in order to check the activities and suggest ways of improving up-coming activities. The objective of this evaluation is to ensure that the project is progressing satisfactorily, as well as to solve any possible doubts and identify and prevent possible problems.

•3. Final Assessment: After each activity, the final product will be sent to all participating schools, and will be evaluated by all the students participating in the project.  After each students’ meeting, students and staff participating in it will evaluate it. This final evaluation will be done through questionnaires distributed to students and participating teachers, and by knowledge tests and results will be reported to all the schools.

• Apart from this evaluation process of the activities, there will be two teachers' meetings dealing with evaluation. At the beginning of the project, September/October 2013, a teachers' meeting in Cyprus will establish the General Evaluation Criteria of the project. The final evaluation of the project will be discussed at the last teachers' meeting in Turkey, May/June 2015.
	dissemination: We know that the way we disseminate the results of our project will be an important factor for its success. 

Participating organisations:
We have planned exhibitions and all schools will have a Comenius Corner with information and pictures. The elaboration of "The Handbook for European Teenagers" will be a way to project our results to our whole school community: students, teachers, parents and local community in general.  The Handbook will be useful for students, not only during the project, but also after its completion  as the results will be used in our future teaching.
The contact between students from different countries will hopefully be long-lasting and so will the contact between the teachers and other staff. We will continue the cooperation by other projects in the future. We will seize the opportunity that we have got by working together.

Local communities:
Presentation of the project to the parents' associations and at teacher conferences. 
A Comenius Corner  in all schools will inform students, parents, governors, visitors and other community members about the project.
Articles about the project will feature in local media. We will ask local media (TV, newspapers, radios) to give publicity to our project, because it will be a way to give publicity to our region. We will also try to get help from local authorities.
Exhibitions in the library can be a powerful stimuli to attract and receive publicity and support. We will publish the Handbook for European Teenagers in libraries, on the participating schools' websites and on the Wide Minds Moodle platform.

Lifelong learning community:
We intend to disseminate our findings on an ongoing regular basis. Final products, as well as how they were achieved, will be shared after each major task within and between partner institutions. In order to share our results with the wider community we will use a range of tools. Progress will be included in updates and school magazines every term for all pupils and parents. Mobilities among partner institutions will provide an interesting feature of school life in the local newspapers and will be shared with the local community. The findings of the tasks can easily be used in future lessons and therefore be incorporated into lesson planning and schemes of work. We also intend to write about our project in the EU financed magazine Kaleidoscope.
